Definicién

La no violencia es el uso de medios pacificos para resolver conflictos, ya sean individuales o

nacionales, y generar justicia politica o social. En un mundo de violencia creciente por armas
de fuego, guerra, genocidio, suicidio, y destruccion ambiental, la violencia es la raiz de todos

los demas asuntos criticos. Se necesitan desesperadamente soluciones no violentas durante
estos tiempos inciertos

Caracteristicas

Ser no violento(a) no es estar inactivo(a). La no violencia requiere unas acciones
positivas para resistir la opresion y hacer que el mundo sea mas justo.

La no violencia es un ambiente de igualdad y respeto; la cualidad de ser capaz de ver la
propia vulnerabilidad y de reconocerla en los demas. La no violencia es empatia no
apatia, cuestionar y no acusar, receptividad y no rigidez, razonar y no usar discurso
inflamatorio, y comunidad no tribalismo.

La no violencia es un compromiso con los derechos humanos de todas las personas.
La violencia se puede perpetuar fisicamente, emocionalmente y mentalmente y esta
dirigida por el perpetrador para ejercer el control sobre individuos, familias,
comunidades, y entidades comerciales y gubernamentales. Los defensores de la no
violencia buscan comprender y comprometerse en lugar de dominar.

Al nivel nacional, las Hermanas de la Misericordia se comprometen al desarme nuclear,
a la reduccion de armas, al uso de dialogo sobre los conflictos armados, a la reduccion
de la violencia doméstica y el abuso de mujeres y nifios, la parada del trafico humano, y
la reduccion de la violencia en nuestras comunidades; la legislacion de prevencién de la
violencia con armas de fuego, el fin de la mena de muerte, el fin de la presencia militar
[p.e. la de los EE.UU. en Afganistan], y dialogo con otros a nivel internacional.
