Definiciéon

El racismo es el prejuicio individual mas el desuso del poder por parte de los sistemas o
instituciones. Un individuo puede ser culpable de acciones racistas debido a su prejuicio, pero
el verdadero mal del racismo reside en su poder de infectar sistemas e instituciones durante
generaciones, por ejemplo, en los patrones de viviendas en los Estados Unidos y el acceso a la
educacion.

Caracteristicas

El racismo es una forma de violencia contra el otro e incluye las actitudes, palabras y
acciones que excluyen y condenan a otros basado en su raza.

El racismo no sdlo se encuentra entre individuos; es un mal sistémico que requiere
soluciones a nivel de todo el sistema.

El sesgo implicito se refiere a las actitudes o estereotipos que afectan de manera
inconsciente el entendimiento, las acciones y las decisiones. Estos sesgos, que
abarcan evaluaciones favorables y desfavorables, se activan involuntariamente y sin la
consciencia o el control intencional del individuo. (OSU Instituto de Kirwan para el
estudio de raza y etnicidad)

Las asociaciones implicitas que uno abriga en el subconsciente hacen que un tenga
sentimientos y actitudes hacia otros en funcion de caracteristicas como la raza, el origen
étnico, la edad y la apariencia. Estas asociaciones desarrollan a lo largo de toda la vida
desde una edad muy temprana a través de una exposicidon a mensajes directos e
indirectos. Ademas de las experiencias de la vida temprana, los medios y la
programacion de las noticias son a menudo los origenes de asociaciones implicitas.

Definicién

La no violencia es el uso de medios pacificos para resolver conflictos, ya sean individuales o

nacionales, y generar justicia politica o social. En un mundo de violencia creciente por armas
de fuego, guerra, genocidio, suicidio, y destruccion ambiental, la violencia es la raiz de todos

los demas asuntos criticos. Se necesitan desesperadamente soluciones no violentas durante
estos tiempos inciertos

Caracteristicas

Ser no violento(a) no es estar inactivo(a). La no violencia requiere unas acciones
positivas para resistir la opresion y hacer que el mundo sea mas justo.

La no violencia es un ambiente de igualdad y respeto; la cualidad de ser capaz de ver la
propia vulnerabilidad y de reconocerla en los demas. La no violencia es empatia no
apatia, cuestionar y no acusar, receptividad y no rigidez, razonar y no usar discurso
inflamatorio, y comunidad no tribalismo.

La no violencia es un compromiso con los derechos humanos de todas las personas.
La violencia se puede perpetuar fisicamente, emocionalmente y mentalmente y esta
dirigida por el perpetrador para ejercer el control sobre individuos, familias,
comunidades, y entidades comerciales y gubernamentales. Los defensores de la no
violencia buscan comprender y comprometerse en lugar de dominar.
